SUBJECT:  Aircraft Assignments

1.  The NM Wing staff recently conducted an assessment of aircraft assignments and utilization.  As a result of careful analysis of aircraft utilization and number of pilots in each squadron/area, the following aircraft assignments to the units indicated, are effective immediately.  These moves/assignments should commence at the earliest opportunity and should be completed no later than 1 Apr 04.

2.  The expectations for National Headquarters, CAP is that each powered aircraft achieves a utilization rate of 200 hours (Hobbs Time) per Fiscal Year.  NM Wing minimum expectation is a utilization rate of 15 hours (Hobbs) per month per aircraft.  For Units with less than 15 pilots per assigned aircraft, the expectation is 1 hour per pilot per month.  By the mid-Fiscal Year, 30 Mar 04, the Wing Staff will reevaluate aircraft utilization rates to determine if additional assignment changes are necessary.

3.  Due to pricing constraints at aircraft maintenance facilities, only certain facilities will be utilized for specific aircraft (100 hour inspections and annual inspections).  NM Wing will not reimburse members to fly additional aircraft to deliver/pick-up corporate aircraft at maintenance facilities.  Aircraft requiring maintenance at Edgewood will require Unit's from outside Albuquerque area to make pre-arrangements with Albuquerque's Squadron II for "like aircraft swap/rotation" during maintenance.  Aircraft will be returned to assigned Unit at next scheduled NM Wing activity, such as a SAREX, to minimize unnecessary cost burden to the Wing.  All efforts will be made to ensure maintenance flight from home Unit will be in conjunction with a check flight.  Unanticipated required maintenance at other facilities must be pre-approved by the Wing Maintenance Officer.  Units are expected to perform 50-hour oil changes on their assigned aircraft.  Training to perform 50-hour oil changes can be obtained from Albuquerque Squadron II or local FBOs.

4.  All CAP corporate aircraft are required to first support REDCAP or other higher priority national emergency before supporting any other mission, regardless if that support was pre-approved.

5.  This authorization supersedes all previous assignment letters and shall remain in effect until replaced or rescinded.
