I/we understand and agree that Civil Air Patrol (hereinafter CAP) has control and responsibility over the use of those radio frequencies assigned to the CAP or other SAR agencies.  CAP may, at their discretion, deny or otherwise regulate, the use of these frequencies.  It is also understood that CAP has full control over that equipment that is owned or leased by CAP or is used by CAP members on authorized activities.  If conditions so warrant, equipment that is owned or leased by CAP may be temporarily or permanently reassigned to increase the effective use of that equipment.





New Mexico Wing’s direct control of privately owned radio equipment will be limited to the authorization, or refusal of, the use of CAP assigned and/or controlled radio frequencies.  CAP will not be held liable for damage to, or loss of, privately owned radio equipment that is in the possession of the owner, or is being used by another with the consent of the owner, at the time such damage or loss may occur.
